and the phi-coefficient/Cramer's V is: 0.127

Students who say they might ask a teacher for clarification during class (n=237) vs.

students who say they'd be quite unlikely to ask for clarification (n=93).  The p-value here is

0.0002001 and the phi-coefficient/Cramer's V is: 0.264
